Dear Parent/Carer

I am writing to you with information about one of the ways in which we are continuing to best support your son/daughter as they have progressed through and almost completed their time in Year 8. In order to provide bespoke support and hit the ground running in Year 8, their Year 7 journey ended with pupils taking a number of assessments designed to pin point their strengths and areas for development. In addition, each pupil was also asked a series of questions to obtain an overview of their experience of school and how they felt.

Some of those tests are designed to be taken again at a later date so that progress can be measured and staff provided with details that will inform planning for year ahead. We will therefore be running the following tests again week commencing Monday 4th July 2022.

· Reading

· Spelling

· English

· Mathematics

Pupils will also complete a short survey again to measure their experience in school now, a year on from when they first completed this.

I want to reassure you that these tests are not, in any way, exams; the tests are there to help us plan to meet the needs of all pupils and, in particular, to support pupils where it is needed. There is absolutely no need for revision or anxiety linked to these tests; the tests are in no way a measure of your child’s ability in core subjects.

I enclose information about what the assessments involve and what information will be gathered.

Key Stage 3 Testing
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	Progress in English

The Progress in English test is in two parts. The first part measures English Skills (spelling, grammar and punctuation) and the second is a reading comprehension based on a two linked passages. These are age appropriate tests.
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	Progress in Maths

The Progress in Maths test is in two parts. The first part is based on mental maths and the second measures skills in applying and understanding maths appropriate to the age of the students.
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	New Group Reading

The New Group Reading Test (NGRT) is a fully adaptive, digital test for 

students aged 7 to 16
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	New Group Spelling

The New Group Spelling Test (NGST) is a fully adaptive, digital test for 

students aged 6 to 14+

Pupil Attitudes to Self and School (PASS) is an attitudinal survey. It provides a measurement of a pupil’s attitudes towards themselves as learners and their attitudes towards school, suitable for pupils aged 4 to 18+
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
